Care should be taken not to over tighten the fasteners and damage the plastic
washer.

Per figure 2.2, install
rear flange mounting hardware. Install rubber seal
washer against roof then steel washer and screw.
Note that the M6 screws are thread forming. Keep
screws straight to avoid cross threading when
installing. Note: recommend placing roof on top
of vehicle by dropping down in place to prevent
damage to installed foam rubber on vehicle and
roof.
